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The Privileges of Membership

My memory banks, (even though in a 
diminishing stage), recall that every few years, 
and in various past administrations, the question 
of “membership privileges” is revisited. As this 
issue is again surfacing, it seems appropriate that 
an open discussion on membership policy be 
opened for review. As I am about to swim in 
some pretty deep water, I ask y’all to take a deep 
breath and we’ll poke around in some of the 
issues! For some of the newer members (who 
may not be aware), when you joined P.I.Y.C., 
you automatically became a joint owner of the 
club, which is shared (without seniority), with all 
other members. Yep, whether you’re a board 
member, past commodore, involved in slip 
leasing, committee chairperson, or just a casual 
social attendee, all are equal owners. With this 
designation comes both privilege and 
responsibility. We are incorporated under the 
laws of the State of Texas as a nonprofit 
organization, and as such fall under certain 
Texas regulations, and accordingly have set 
down various by- laws and guidelines. However 
we operate primarily on our own volunteer 
efforts. Family memberships, as defined in the 
by- laws, “entitle members of the immediate 
household to club privileges”. Does this mean 
that Mom or brother Joe cannot attend a club 
function as your guest? Of course they can. Can 
Mom or brother Joe attend regular club functions 
on their own?  I think not. There may be 
exceptions, but common sense should be able to 
sort this out.
