Invitation: You are invited to attend the 2007
Round the Bay Regatta to be held September
15, 2007 with a 10:30 start time. The regatta is
open to all members or non-members of Padre
Island Yacht Club (PIYC) who file a proper
entry form and pay the entry fee by Thursday
September 14th, 2007 before 7:00 pm. This will
be the 3rd of four races that are part of the 1st

annual Coastal Bend Cup Series. A Series
developed to increase participation in the Coastal
Bend area. The remaining race will be held on
November 17th (sponsored by Bay Yacht Club).
Classes: All Sails (PHRF), Non-spinnaker (150
class) & Multihull. Classes will be divided by
the Principal Race Officers based on PHRF
ratings.
Course: The race will start in the vicinity of
MORF mark 11. All Sails will race a series on a
windward/leeward course. The 150 class and
multihull will race a transiting course which will
finish near ICW day mark 1 on south side of CC
Bay.
Rules: The regatta will be governed by the
Racing Rules of Sailing 2005-2008 (RRS) and
the prescription of the US Sailing Association
and may be modified pursuant to the Sailing
Instructions.
Entry Fee: $20 payable to Padre Island Yacht
Club, 14438 SPID Ste A, PMB 342 Corpus
Christi, Texas, 78418 by mail or at the time of
registration. Wrist bands will be available for
$5/ea.

Deadline: All registration fees and entry forms
are due by 7:00pm September 14, 2007
Skippers Meeting: Registration starts at
5:00pm with skippers meeting to follow at
7:00pm on Friday September 14th, 2007 at PIYC
Clubhouse. Sailing Instruction will be available
during registration and/or on PIYC web page
www.piyc.org
Social:On Saturday evening there will be a
trophy presentation with heavy appetizers, keg
beer and soft drinks at Padre Island Yacht Club
shortly after the day of racing.
Dockage: Some raft-up space will is available at
PIYC courtesy docks, anchorage space available
in spinnaker hole near PIYC.
