We sailors love to
test our skill and speed against the other fellow.
The desire to improve is really the heart of club
racing – to have some fun together and practice
getting as much out of our particular boat as
possible. We haven’t had a club race in quite
some time and I fear that some folks are hesitant
to give it a try since they don’t consider
themselves “real” racers. That’s OK – I’m not a
real race coordinator either! But we should be
able to all have some fun together.



Sometimes you just have to take the fun to where
the boats are so I’m proposing to have our next
race in conjunction with the June 7th cruise to
Key Allegro. For the sailboats cruising up, and
those who would just like to do a day sail, we
will make a start from the PIYC clubhouse with
the finish line about mid way in the bay. With
this course the folks cruising up will have
something to talk about that evening (“Why I
didn’t win” is to sailboats as “The one that got
away” is to fishing!) and those who want to do
just the race can return home after the race.
