November 8th and 9th PIYC Cruise to Fulton
Marina;
Rena and I took a trip on Tues. to see and check-
out the new Fulton Marina docks. We were
pleased to see the new facility as it had been
explained to me on the phone sometime back.

The Marina has 26 new fixed docks that are for
recreational boating permanent and transient use
only. The docks are only about 25% occupied
and are on a first come first served basis. The
cost is the same as Rockport Marina, $22.50 per
day.

The new facility has a new “slip renters only”
Restroom, Showers and Laundry building similar
to the ones in Corpus Christi Marina. Entrance
is by combination system only. This building is
located across the street from the end of the
docks. A long with the docks and restroom
building there is a big park with covered Gazebo
and play area.

At the end of the docks at the base of the Fulton
fishing pier is a small bait store. Admission to
the pier is free with a $2.00 charge for each
fishing pole. I didn’t find anyone who would
take the charge, so I am not sure if the fee is
enforced.

There are four or five restaurants within a quarter
mile of the docks. One of which is Charlotte
Plummers which is at the marina. The rest are
all located in the marina area. A good tourist
stuff shop is also across the street from
Charlotte’s.

This will be a fun new destination for our
cruising group. So we will make this our
November 8th and 9th destination, rather than
Rockport.

approach and depths etc. for you to take.



Fulton Cruise information:

The entrance to Fulton Marina is about 2.2nm
north from the Ninemile Point buoy off Key
Allegro.

The easiest approach to the area would be to stay
on the ICW past Key Allegro to Green can “33”.
Turn to port and proceed to Fl G
“1”(28’03.600N/097’00.840W) consult your
charts for specifics. Proceed on course 268M to
marina entrance. From ICW to marina entrance
the depths are 9’ to10’.

Once inside the marina breakwater the depths go
to 12’. Turn to starboard and continue down till
you see the new slips at the end. As of this
writing there was only one slip on the bay side in
use about mid way down the docks. Take any
slip that is vacant. Skips are all the same size,
about 40’ plus.

Once you have taken a slip and are set you can
call the Harbor Masters office at the number
below and give them your information. I am not
sure at this time how they plan to take your
money...

There are plenty of Pic-Nik tables for meals and
“Happy Arrr!”, a park with playground and a
long, 200yds+- fishing pier.

There are restaurants within easy walking
distance, no more than ¼ mi. They would be
Charlotte Plummers at the marina, Moondoggies,
the Cajun Boiling Pot, just to name a few.

“If you need/want to call the marina office for
any information, the number is 361-729-6661.

The office is located in Rockport at the
Aransas County Navigation District in the
Rockport Marina area”.

I have posted some flyers with this information
on the Cruisers board. Please sign the white
board if you plan to attend this cruise. I will call
the harbor master Office with the number of
boats planning to go the first week of November.

Rena and I are sorry we will not be attending this
cruise as our daughter is getting married and we
have been invited to attend, Ha! Have a great
time.
