This cruise will be co-

The cost of the dinner will include the use of the
indoor restaurant seating area and restrooms,
patio and pool area.

I spoke with the marina manager about the
shoaling at the entrance. The last dredging was
completed last week with depths of 7+.

The Red day marks have moved slightly to the
left but both red and green marks are in 4 to 5
feet of water and they have put more in. So stay
centered if you can.

Land Cruiser’s; for the same reason there will be
no overnight parking for RV’s. There are several
nearby RV Parks in the Port Aransas area.

Cruiser’s; for those going over on Friday, the
long dock is available unless you want a slip.
For anyone wanting a slip call ahead to the
Marina, 361-749-4100 and they will assign one
to you. For those who want the long dock, pull
up to the Dock, tie off and proceed to the office
for registration. Rates are $30.00 up to 32ft; add

$1.00 per foot for every foot over 32ft. 30amp is
$5.00 and $10/50amp

Members just need to fill out the reservation
contract and pay the $50 user fee and $200
cleaning deposit. The $250 cost of using the
clubhouse for a function includes a $50 use fee
and a $200 cleaning deposit. The $200 cleaning
deposit is returned to you if the clubhouse is
properly cleaned and undamaged after your
event.
