Y onder spent four nights at Army Hole during
our spring cruise to Serendipity. Most of the time
the weather was beautiful, and we saw a sunset
torival aMaui sunset - an orange, red sun sank
into the water, while behind us was adouble
rainbow. We dinghied across the bay to a sandy
beach swimming area and cooled off in clear
water. One day wetook at least a6 mile hike
walking the beach and to the light house.
Another day we explored the great fishing areas
by dinghy and kayak. Since it was Memorial Day
weekend, several families were primitive
camping by the shelters with picnic tables. They
would haul in supplies and bicycles by boat and
enjoy afamily camping trip.

AsPIYC cruisers usualy do, we had fun Happy
Hours aboard various boats, and great meals

together. No snakes, raccoons, coyotes were to be
seen thistime.

Makin” Merry and Blue Y onder tied up in the old
ferry basin. You must have several good large
fendersto do this. Thereisalso an areawith dlips,
and we sounded the depth of thefirst slip - the only
one which would be suitable for alarge boat. The
first dlip had a depth of at least 5'6”. The other
slips are reported to be as deep, and would
accommodate more maneuverabl e power boats.
The beauty of the dlipsisyou arein very protected
water from any wave action. No water, electricity,
or bathroom facilities are avail able.

Once again we experienced rapidly changing
weather: strong winds switching from all
directions, rain, lightning and even warnings of a
tornado sighted somewhere on the island.

Anchorstend to drag in strong shifting winds, and
big waves can bounce you around. | think we have
decided if storms are in the forecast it would be
better to try your luck in the basin area. If the
forecast isfor a strong north wind and you can’t
get inthe dlip areaat Amy Hole, and you have
time, it would probably be safer to get to Port

O’ Connor and rent adlip at Clark's (Wind Shadow
did this, and was happy). Over dl, thisis one of
my favorite placesto go. It isso unique and
different than other Texas coastal areas you can
visit by boat. | just want to make sure we do
actually implement our lessons learned from Army
Hole and not have to learn them the hard way over
and over.
