Rockport City Marina
Cruise, March 7th & 8th

Water Directions: Rockport
Harbor can be reached from
the GCICW by heading to
the mainland (west) from
marker 49 on a heading of
309° magnetic. Water depth

is about nine to ten feet with no distinct
Rockport Channel Markers until you near the
harbor. Head for the tallest microwave tower
from marker 49, you will see the Maritime
Museum Lighthouse in the distance. The harbor
entrance is to the left (south) end of the harbor.
For further assistance call 1-361-385-0524. VHF
channel 16 is monitored during normal business
hours and can be reached by hailing "The
Aransas County Navigation District" (ACND) or
"Rockport Harbor Master". Calling "Rockport
Harbor" may get a response from the Rockport
Yacht Club and/or the ACND.

I have spoken with the Harbor Master and he
plans to set up flags of some sort to designate
where in the Marina we will be gathering. I hope
to be there on Friday and will be well versed in
this system by the time most of you arrive on
Saturday. Contact me on Channel “68” as you
approach the entrance, I will hopefully guide you
in to the correct area.

For those of you who have Boat U.S. the marina
offers a 25% discount off the regular transit rate
of $30.00 or about $22.50 a nite.

On-Site Services: Public restroom facilities, with
private transient shower and laundry facility.
Marine supply store is close to harbor. Taxi
service is also available. Numerous hotels/motels
and restaurants are within walking distance of
harbor.

RV Parking: I spoke with the Harbor Master
about parking RV’s in the marina area. The city
has posted sign’s stating no overnight parking.
This was brought about by the many RV Winter
Texans that frequent the Aransas County area
every year. If he allows one, then by morning he
will have filled the whole area with RV’s.

He said, anyone wanting to join us with an RV
should contact any of the area’s RV parks or
contact the Chamber of Commerce for name’s
and location of nearby facilities. He didn’t feel
any were within walking distance of the marina.

I will be calling the Rockport Marina on Monday
with a count on how many boats plan to make
this voyage. If you plan on going please put
your name on the board or send me an email
palmlat@cox.net. If decide not to go and your
name was on the board, send me an email or if
you decided not to go on Saturday call me @
949-374-1999 so we don’t contact the Coast
Guard.
