Hello, everyone,

This month I shall start
discussing the various
types of PIYC
memberships. We have
the Family/Individual
membership, the Winter

Texan membership, and the Out-of-
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Town/Cruising membership. The non-refundable
initiation fee for all types of membership is $ 216.50
including tax.

The Family/Individual membership is a regular
membership for local residents and those frequently
visiting the area. Family membership is limited to
adults and shall entitle the adult and members of the
immediate household to all privileges of the Club.
The quarterly dues are $ 108.25 including tax and are
billed at the beginning of each Quarter. Family
membership is required for those individuals
requesting a dock slip.

Visiting immediate family members are allowed
unlimited guest privileges at the Club. All other
guests, residing in the local area, may attend Club
functions three times, accompanied by the Club
member. After three visits, the decision has to be
made to join the Club or not. We always welcome
new members.
