Cruiser’s Quiz Results for January
Answer to Cruiser’s Quiz of the Month Results
for January.
The overtaking tow captain who asked for a “one-
whistle pass” wishes to overtake you on your
starboard side leaving you on his port or one-
whistle side. Remember, the vessel initiating the
whistle is referring to his vessel - not yours.



Normally the overtaking boat will request a two-
whistle pass coming around you on your port side
(his starboard or two-whistle side) however in this
case the tow captain is most likely trying to keep
his barges heading up into the strong breeze
blowing from starboard to avoid the possibility of
a grounding on the downwind bank of the ICW.
If you are ever unclear of the intent of the other
vessel, request a clarification – in this case
“Pleasure boat Chekara to the overtaking tow
Crusher – please confirm that you wish to
overtake me with your port to my starboard.”
Most tow captains appreciate early
communication to arrange passing or overtaking
situations– they really hate the paperwork if they
sink a pleasure boat.
