Two months ago I
started discussing the
various PIYC
memberships. I covered
the Family and Winter
Texan Memberships.
With regard to the

Winter Texan Membership, I shall discuss it in
more detail some other time.
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Our third type of Membership is the Out-of-
town/Cruising membership. This membership applies
to

a. Residents of Nueces, Jim Wells, San Patricio,
Kleberg, and Aransas counties who occasionally visit
( maximum 90 days per year).

b. Family/Individual residents of the local area while
they are cruising and are at the local area for less than
90 days per year. It is required for them to resume
their full Family Membership when returning and
reestablishing their local residency.

This type of membership also has a one time initiation
fee of $ 216.50 (includes tax). The annual fee of $
108.25 (includes tax) will be charged at the
beginning of the year.

Just a reminder, all dues should be paid within 15
days upon receipt of invoice.
