Hello, again,

Last month I started
discussing the various PIYC
memberships. The non-
refundable initiation for all
types is $ 216.50 incl. tax.

The WINTER TEXAN membership applies to those
residing in the local area for only part of the year on a
seasonal basis (based on a maximum of 180 days per
year). Dues for a minimum stay of those two
quarters are $108.25 incl.tax each quarter billed the
first and second quarter of the year. Anyone residing
in the area longer than 180 days will be billed another
quarter dues of $108.25. For example, should a
member stay in the area from October to May ,
he/she/they will be billed three quarters' dues. Again,
all dues should be paid within 15 days of receipt of
invoice. We hope that the Winter Texan member will
be honest in telling the Rear Commodore /
Membership Chairman and the Treasurer the length
of stay.

Guest privileges at the Club are the same as for
Family members. Other than visiting immediate
family members, guests may attend Club functions
three times only, accompanied by the Club member.

2010 Extended Cruise May 15th and on!

May 15th. Depart Homeports at your leisure and
cruise to your destination for the night. A few

suggestions; if you’re going inside on the 18th you
may want to go as far east as possible for the
night, Key Allegro and Fulton marinas would be
good jump off spot. If you are going outside, Port
A marina or Lydia Ann Channel anchorage’s put
you close to the jetties.

May 16th. Port Aransas area to Pt.
O'Conner/Serendipity ; Some may elect to go
outside weather permitting. Suggestions from
those that have gone outside that winds of 20 to
25mph would be a rough ride to Matagorda. For
those going inside the run to Port O’ is about
50nm depending on where you spend the night.
Clark’s at Port O’Conner has bulkhead tie-ups
with 50amp power and water but it is nothing
fancy, however, it has a good restaurant right on
the ICW.

If the winds and sea’s are favorable the trip to
Matagorda should take about 8.5 to 10hrs. The
plan is to anchor for the night, either to the left at
Fl G”17”, just inside the Matagorda cut in 10 to
11 feet of water, or up to the ICW and down to the
abandoned airfield (028.28.00N/096.00.00W).
The airfield location put you near the intersection
of the ICW and the Palacios Channel
(28.30.00N/09618.0W) note; Use chart 11319 or
Hook&Line chart F108. Make sure your charts
for the Matagorda Bay area are recent(2000+) as
the ICW has been rerouted inland of the old ICW
from the end of the North Breakwater at Pt.
O’Conner and rejoins the ICW at the east end of
the bay at GC”29”

May 17. Pt. O'Conner/anchorage to Serendipity.
From the intersection of the ICW and Palacios
channel to Serendipity is 13.5nm. Informal Happy
Arrr at location to be announced.

May 17th 18th , – At present we will plan our
Happy Arrrr!!!! & Potluck on the 18th at the club
house at Serendipity. Bring something for you to
grill and a plate etc. to share and your adult
beverage.

May 19th forward: for boats terminating cruise at
Seredipity may wish to hang for a day or two and
plan leisurely trip home at will.



May 19th forward: For boats continuing cruise east.
Depart Serendipity for cruise to Matagorda City
Marina MM 440 EHL. Cruisers will have to
coordinate with Colorado Locks if still under repairs.
Although this is about a half day cruise the locks may
cause delays. More details as we get closer to cruise
date.

May 20th, cruise from Matagorda City to Harborwalk
Marina (Galveston) about 76 miles.

May 21st, cruise from Harborwalk Marina to
anchorage in Taylor Outfall Bayou MM 290 WHL
about 74 miles. This is a great secluded anchorage
well out of the ICW and tow traffic.

May 22nd, cruise from Taylor Outfall to Lake Charles
(L’Auberge du Lac Casino). Leave ICW at MM 241
WHL and proceed up the Calcasieu River about 10
miles to casino. Total distance about 60 miles This
destination will terminate the formal cruise. Cruisers
may wish to hang around this 1st class casino for a
day or two before heading for home or other
destinations.

**** All destinations beyond Serendipity are
tentative pending the impact of the oil spill on gulf
coast destinations.
